Communications pertaining to contractual matters will be addressed to the MDWAC Contracting Officer. The following individuals will be the Government points of contact during the performance period:


a. Contracting Officer (KO). The KO, MDWAC, Fort Belvoir, Virginia is the only person authorized to direct changes in any of the requirements under this contract and notwithstanding any provisions contained elsewhere in this contract, the said authority remains solely with the Contracting Officer. In the event the Contractor effects any such change at the direction of any person other than the Contracting Officer, the change will be considered to have been made without authority and solely at the risk of the Contractor. The Contractor shall ensure that all contractor personnel are knowledgeable and cognizant of this contract provision.


b. Property Administrator. A Property Administrator will be designated by letter of appointment from the Contracting Officer to administer the contract requirements and obligations relative to Government-furnished property.


c. Contracting Officer's Representative (COR). COR(s) will be designated by letter of appointment from the Contracting Officer to review and evaluate contractor's performance. The Contractor will be provided a copy of each letter of appointment citing COR authority and limits to such authority. The COR is not authorized to make any commitments or changes that will affect, price, quality, quantity, delivery or other term or condition of the contract.

INVOICING


a. All invoices submitted by the Service Provider under this contract shall consist of an original and three copies. One copy shall be marked "Original." All invoices shall cite the date of performance, contract number, item number, description, quantity, unit of measure, name and address of Service Provider, amount invoiced and certification by a Service Provider official authorized to bind the contract. Invoices submitted with cost reimbursable CLINS should be additionally accompanied by supporting documentation containing sufficient detail for the Government to fully analyze the cost for allowability. Invoices submitted without the inclusion of all information provided in accordance with this paragraph, will be returned to the Service Provider.

SECTION H Special Contract Requirements 

REMOVAL OF CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL 


The Government reserves the right to require removal of any Contractor personnel from the job site who endanger persons or property, or whose continued employment is inconsistent with the interest of military security. The Government also reserves the right to require the Contractor to remove from the job site, any employee found to be under the influence of alcohol, drugs or any other incapacitating agent or any employee involved in the theft of Government property. REQUIRED INSURANCE

The contractor shall procure and maintain during the entire period of performance under this contract the Legally Required Insurance cited at PWS C-1.19.1.

(a) Prior to the commencement of work hereunder, the contractor shall furnish to        

the Contracting Officer a certificate or written statement of the required insurance. 

The policies evidencing required insurance shall contain an endorsement to the 

effect that cancellation or any material change in the policies adversely affecting the 

interests of the Government in such insurance shall not be effective for such period 

as may be prescribed by the laws of the State in which this contract is to be 

performed in no event less than thirty (30) days after written notice thereof to the 

Contracting Officer.

(b) The Contractor shall insert the substance of this information, including this paragraph (b), in subcontracts under this contract that require work on a Government installation and shall require subcontractors to provide and maintain the insurance required in the Schedule or elsewhere in the contract. The Contractor shall maintain a copy of all subcontractors’ proofs of required insurance, and shall make copies available to the Contracting Officer upon request.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT 

52.207-3    RIGHT OF FIRST REFUSAL OF EMPLOYMENT (NOV 1991)

(a) The Contractor shall give Government employees who have been or will be adversely affected or separated as a result of award of this contract the right of first refusal for employment openings under the contract in positions for which they are qualified, if that employment is consistent with post-Government employment conflict of interest standards.

(b) Within 10 days after contract award, the Contracting Officer will provide to the Contractor a list of all Government employees who have been or will be adversely affected or separated as a result of award of this contract.

(c) The Contractor shall report to the Contracting Officer the names of individuals identified on the list who are hired within 90 days after contract performance begins.  This report shall be forwarded within 120 days after contract performance begins. 

52.217-8     OPTION TO EXTEND SERVICES (NOV 1999)

The Government may require continued performance of any services within the limits and at the rates specified in contract.  These rates may be adjusted only as a result of revisions to prevailing labor rates provided by the Secretary of Labor.  The option provision may be exercised more than once, but the total extension of performance hereunder shall not exceed 6 months.  The Contracting Officer may exercise the option by written notice to the Contractor within 30 days.

52.217-9     OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT (MAR 2000)

(a) The Government may extend the term of this contract by written notice to the Contractor within 60 days; provided that the Government gives the Contractor a preliminary written notice of its intent to extend at least 60 days before the contract expires. The preliminary notice does not commit the Government to an extension.

(b) If the Government exercises this option, the extended contract shall be considered to include this option clause.

(c) The total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not exceed     60 months .

52.222-2      PAYMENT FOR OVERTIME PREMIUMS (JUL 1990)

(a) The use of overtime is authorized under this contract if the overtime premium cost does not exceed the amount negotiated pursuant to the offeror's cost proposal  or the overtime premium is paid for work --

(1) Necessary to cope with emergencies such as those resulting from accidents, natural disasters, breakdowns of production equipment, or occasional production bottlenecks of a sporadic nature;

(2) By indirect-labor employees such as those performing duties in connection with administration, protection, transportation, maintenance, standby plant protection, operation of utilities, or accounting;

(3) To perform tests, industrial processes, laboratory procedures, loading or unloading of transportation conveyances, and operations in flight or afloat that are continuous in nature and cannot reasonably be interrupted or completed otherwise; or

(4) That will result in lower overall costs to the Government.

(b) Any request for estimated overtime premiums that exceeds the amount specified above shall include all estimated overtime for contract completion and shall--

(1) Identify the work unit; e.g., department or section in which the requested overtime will be used, together with present workload, staffing, and other data of the affected unit sufficient to permit the Contracting Officer to evaluate the necessity for the overtime;

(2) Demonstrate the effect that denial of the request will have on the contract delivery or performance schedule;

(3) Identify the extent to which approval of overtime would affect the performance or payments in connection with other Government contracts, together with identification of each affected contract; and

(4) Provide reasons why the required work cannot be performed by using multishift operations or by employing additional personnel.

At the preproposal conference, the Government will brief offerors regarding its acquisition approach and address inquiries submitted by prospective offerors.  

Due to the limited space available, prospective offerors shall be limited to two attendees each, and must provide advance notice of their intent to attend the preproposal conference.  Notices should be directed to the individual cited at L.1 above, must be received not later than 6 June 2002, and should identify any special assistance needed for disabled or handicapped attendees.  The notice shall include the company's name and address; a point of contact, phone number and e-mail address; and the full names of each individual who will attend the conference. Offerors who do not indicate their intention to attend the preproposal conference will be permitted to attend on a first-come, first-served basis. Attendees will be required to arrange their own transportation to the installation, as well as for any necessary meals or lodging. 

The vehicle operator must have a valid state drivers license and vehicle registration. All individuals attending the pre-proposal conference must have a photo identification (example: valid state drivers license).

L.6 CHANGES OR REVISIONS TO PROPOSALS

Offerors will not be permitted to offer revisions to their proposals after the closing date of this solicitation unless specifically requested by the Government.  Therefore, initial proposals submitted under this solicitation should represent the offeror’s best efforts to meet the Government’s minimum requirements, and should also offer the offeror’s most competitive price.  Any revised proposal pages that are submitted in response to the Government’s request or as the result of discussions initiated by the Government will be of a different color than the originals.  Any and all revisions should be clearly highlighted or marked.

L.7 DISPOSITION OF PROPOSALS

No proposals will be returned after the contract is awarded.  All originals will be made part of the official contract file.  Copies of proposals submitted by the awardee may be retained for contract administration purposes.  All other copies of proposals will be disposed of under proper security procedures.

L.8 FORMAT OF PROPOSALS

Proposals shall adhere to the following format. Proposals that do not adhere to this format shall be eliminated from further consideration.

a. Presentation.  Proposals shall be simply and economically prepared.  Elaborate documentation, expensive binding, detailed artwork or other embellishments are unnecessary. 

b. Page Format.  Each page of the proposal, other than foldouts, shall be typed on a 8-l/2” X ll” paper with one and one-half (l-l/2) spaces between each typed line.  A font size no smaller than l0 with at least one-inch margins on all four sides of the printed page shall be used.  Pages shall be numbered so that a total page count can be easily established.  

c. Cover Page.  Each proposal volume submitted under this solicitation shall contain a cover page bearing the name of the offeror, the number of this solicitation, and a prominent notation indicating “Technical Proposal” or “Cost/Price Proposal” as applicable. 

d. Page Limits.  This solicitation contains mandatory restrictions on the number of pages that may be included in each part of the proposal.  Pages in excess of applicable limits will be disregarded during the evaluation.  Double sided pages shall be counted as two pages.  Covers, tab dividers, title pages and table of contents will not be included in the page count.  Page limits represent the maximum number of pages the Government will evaluate, and should not be construed as de facto standards for the amount of material that should be included. Conciseness is encouraged. To eliminate duplication of text and avoid exceeding page limitations, use cross-references within the proposal and provide a clear, consistent reference system (section, paragraph, page, etc.).

e. Binding.  Pages in each proposal should be securely bound using a 3-ring or similar loose-leaf binder, so that pages are capable of being easily removed and replaced if desired.  Pages shall be capable of being fully viewed without being removed from their binding.

f. Foldout pages.  When necessary and included, foldout pages shall fold entirely within the binder and shall be no larger than twice the page size limit specified in the following paragraph.  Each foldout page must be capable of being evaluated without removal from the proposal binder.  The entire content of the foldout page should be visible with the notebook open and the folded page fully extended.  Each foldout page counts as two (2) pages except for figures, diagrams, and schematics that shall count as one (1) page.) to facilitate page changes. 

L.9 NUMBER OF COPIES. Original and four (4) copies must be submitted. 

L.10 REQUIRED PROPOSAL CONTENTS  

Proposals submitted in response to this solicitation shall consist of two separate volumes: a Technical Proposal (Section L.12 below) and a Cost Proposal (Section L.13 below). A cover letter (Section L.11 below) shall be appended immediately behind the cover page in each volume. Proposals that fail to comply with this section or any of the other requirements set forth in this solicitation regarding the content of technical and cost proposals, or fail to demonstrate compliance with the minimum requirements set forth in this solicitation, will be deemed unacceptable and disqualified from further consideration for award.

L.11 COVER LETTER

Each proposal volume shall contain a cover letter which contains the name, work address, business e-mail address and current telephone and fax numbers of any employees responsible for responding to requests for additional information during the selection process.  The cover letter shall also contain a statement that the offeror is aware of, and accepts, the Government’s requirement that the proposal be valid until 07 October 2002.  The cover letter shall be appended immediately behind the cover page of each proposal volume submitted by the offeror.

L.12 TECHNICAL PROPOSAL.   

The Technical proposal shall consist of a single volume organized into five separate sections:  Technical Approach, Management and Organization, Staffing Plan,  Transition Plan and Past Performance. These sections correspond to the evaluation factors identified in Section M of this Solicitation, Evaluation Factors for Award, and are discussed in detail below.  Mandatory page limits for each of the five sections to be contained in the technical proposal are set forth below.

The Technical Proposal should demonstrate an ability to comply with the requirements stated in the Performance Work Statement (PWS), Attachment 2  to this solicitation.  The PWS identifies those services the Government expects offerors to provide.  All requirements specified in the PWS are mandatory.  To demonstrate an ability to comply with all PWS requirements, the technical proposal should describe and justify the proposed technical approach in relation to the details of the work to be performed, and should demonstrate how the approach meets the Government’s minimum requirements.  The technical proposal shall not merely offer to perform work in accordance with the PWS, but shall outline the actual method proposed as specifically as possible.  Understanding of the requirement of these services must be demonstrated by more than a reiteration of the PWS.  Statements that an offeror “understands” or “can or will comply” with the requirements of the PWS will be insufficient in themselves to demonstrate technical acceptability, as will assertions that “standard procedures will be employed” or “well known techniques will be used.” 

SECTION l:  TECHNICAL APPROACH.

This section shall not exceed 200 pages.  In this section, the offeror should describe for itself, its teaming partners and proposed subcontractors the proposed approach to meeting or exceeding the Government’s minimum requirements according to the standards set forth in the PWS, in each functional area as defined in Section M.  

SECTION 2:
ORGANIZATION AND MANAGEMENT PLAN.

This section shall not exceed 100 pages. It shall include the following information:

l. The offeror’s proposed approach to managing performance of requirements set forth in the PWS, which  clearly reflects an understanding of the PWS.

2. The offeror’s planned organizational structure with rationale for the proposed organization that clearly defines responsibilities for meeting minimum requirements in each functional area.

3. Job descriptions to include minimum requirements for experience, education and supervisory experience for all key personnel positions identified in the solicitation, as well as any on-site management positions proposed as necessary to perform PWS requirements.  

4. A description of the role home office management will take in supervising contract performance, and the proposed division of authority between home office and on-site management staff. 

5. A description of any proposed subcontracting and partnering arrangements.  The proposal should include detailed plans, policies and procedures for the management of partnering arrangements and subcontractors to ensure a seamless and integrated approach to performing the requirements in the PWS.  The proposal should also include the degree of teaming and subcontracting contemplated and provide rationale for selection of subcontractors and teaming partners to include their size and level of participation in the total contract effort.  The proposal should explain proposed plans or procedures to adopt to assure smooth and effective interfaces between the prime contractor, subcontractors and team members, as well as between individual subcontractors. The proposal should provide statements of current working relationship/understanding (i.e., teaming arrangement, subcontracting agreements, etc.) with each teaming partner and/or subcontractor. 

6. A detailed description of systems or procedures that will establish the offeror's ability to accurately identify, capture, report and bill costs for any cost-reimbursable line items under this contract, and demonstrating an ability to control cost growth.

7. A description of the procedures proposed to implement and maintain the security of information developed and/or generated in the course of performing PWS requirements from improper disclosure.

8. A description of the procedures proposed to assure the offeror’s compliance with any and all applicable laws and regulations, including but not limited to those listed in the PWS. 

SECTION 3.  STAFFING PLAN.

The Staffing Plan shall be limited to 50 pages and shall include the following information:

1. A description of the offeror’s recruitment and retention procedures and its capability to provide for sufficient and qualified staffing for the life of the contract.  The plan should identify sources and procedures for recruiting the specific skills needed to perform the PWS requirements. 

2. A strike contingency plan, describing for the offeror, its team members and proposed subcontractors the measures that will be undertaken to assure continued satisfactory performance of the Government’s minimum requirements during employee strikes. 

3. The offeror’s approach, as well as the approach of its proposed team members and subcontractors, for staffing each functional area in the PWS for the base year and all option years. 

4. An outline for personnel utilization to include a full-time, part time, temporary and cross-utilized employees. If cross-utilization of personnel is proposed, details must be provided regarding skills involved, number of employees, methodology of work assignment, and a plan for cross-training and maintaining employee proficiency.

5. Brief job descriptions and qualifications for all personnel performing functions identified in the PWS.

SECTION 4: TRANSITION PLAN

This section shall not exceed 50 pages in length. It shall include the following:

1. Explain plan for a smooth transition from Government to Contractor operation. Discuss hiring, training and initiatives to assume full responsibility on scheduled full performance date.

2. Describe approach to maintain effective communication, coordination, and liaison between Government and Contractor during transition period.

3. Include procedure for coping with delays or changes during transition period.

4. Identify realistic schedules or milestones for transition.

5. Identify key managers, including supervisors and their roles.

SECTION5:  PAST PERFORMANCE.

Each offeror (as well as prime contractor team members and major subcontractors) should complete a Past Performance Questionnaire (PPQ) for up to three (3) same or similar federal, state, local government or commercial contracts which have been awarded or completed in the last five (5) years and which have at least one year of performance history.  Questionnaires will be used to obtain past performance information from persons who have supervised the contractor's performance in the past.  For purposes of past performance, a major subcontractor is one who is expected to perform l0% or more of the required effort, based on dollar value.   A firm lacking sufficient and relevant institutional past performance information may submit a past performance questionnaire for its key personnel.  

Past performance information concerning subcontractors and teaming partners cannot be disclosed to a private party without the subcontractor’s or teaming partner’s consent.  Because the offeror is a private party, the Government will need that consent before disclosing subcontractor/teaming partner present and past performance information to the offeror during exchanges.  Accordingly, submit a completed Consent Form (RFP Attachment 5) for each major subcontractor/teaming partner identified in the proposal. Should the offeror not submit a completed consent form for major subcontractors or teaming partners, the Government will only discuss past performance information directly with the prospective subcontractor or teaming partner that is being reviewed.  If there is a problem with the proposed subcontractor’s or teaming partner’s past performance, the offeror can be notified of a problem, but no details may be discussed without the subcontractor’s/teaming partner’s permission.

Additional instructions for the past performance questionnaire are as follows:


l. In the PPQ, the offeror shall explain what aspects of the referenced contract are relevant to this effort considering the past performance evaluation criteria set forth in Section M of the RFP.  The Government is not bound by the offeror’s opinion of relevancy and will perform an independent assessment of the relevancy of past performance provided.  If the past performance questionnaire is provided for key personnel, identify them by name and describe how participation of these key personnel contributed to the success of the previous effort and how this indicates probability of success on the proposed effort.


2. In the past performance questionnaire, the offeror shall describe its subcontracting effort under the referenced subcontract.  If the PPQ is submitted for a major subcontractor, Item 8 shall address the work the subcontractor will perform under this effort. 


3. In the past performance questionnaire, the offeror is responsible for ensuring information provided for each point of contact is current.  The Government will not seek corrections to incomplete or insufficient information and unverifiable information will not be considered in the past performance evaluation.

L.13
PRICE PROPOSAL
A. REQUIRED CONTENT.  The price proposal volume shall include the following items, appropriately tabbed:

l. Solicitation Section A (SF33), with blocks 12-18 completed, and signed by an authorized representative of the offeror.

2. Solicitation Section B, with all cost and pricing information filled in.  

3. Solicitation Sections G, I and K, with any required fill-ins or certifications completed.

4. Cost/Price Formats A through D completed in accordance with instructions. 

5. A justification of proposed cost and price. 

B. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR PREPARING THE PRICE PROPOSAL.

Any references to “CLIN” in this section refer only to “CLIN” and not SubCLIN, unless specified otherwise.  

Priced, Indirect Costs CLIN (Reimbursable base: Supplies/Materials, and Travel): Applicable indirect costs (rate/factors, excluding profit/fee) are calculated against surrogate priced, NTE CLINs as designated in Section B.

Supply any working formulas, cell references, and algorithms used in compiling your price proposal.  Also explain or identify any cell formulas used in each exhibit.

For G&A applicable to any surrogate priced reimbursable CLINs, identify (both in words and calculation) any adjustments made for purposes of this proposal, due to labor and related expenses accounted for under CLINs.

Offerors shall not escalate SCA-covered labor costs. 

C. COMPLETION OF SECTION B.  Offerors shall submit a fully completed Section B containing the offeror's prices for the established Contract Line Items (CLINS) set forth in that section. Offerors shall propose an award fee amount in Section B for all Fixed Price Award Fee CLINs. The offeror is cautioned to make sure all blanks are completed. The offeror shall identify any CLIN not priced.

D. JUSTIFICATION OF PROPOSED COST/PRICING. Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between promised performance and price shall be explained in the proposal. For example, if a business policy decision has been made to absorb a portion of the estimated cost, that shall be stated in the proposal. Any significant inconsistency, if unexplained, raises a fundamental issue of the offeror's understanding of the nature and scope of the work required and may be grounds for rejection of the proposal. The burden of proof as to price credibility rests with the offeror.

E. SPECIFIC INSTRUCTIONS. The following specific instructions are provided to guide offerors in their Section B cost/pricing proposal presentational format.

All costs/prices and expenditure profiles for this acquisition shall be stated in current dollars. The Cost/Price Proposal and Formats A through D shall be traceable to the CLIN structure provided in Section B of the solicitation.

For purposes of cost information submittal, major subcontractors/vendors are those whose proposed costs/prices fall at or above $500,000 of any given contract year.

It should be noted that the terms of FAR 52.222-43 Fair Labor Standards Act and Service Contract Act - Price Adjustment (Multiple Year and Option Contracts) should be considered when proposing rates.

1. Complete and submit Section B of the solicitation.

2. A cost/price proposal shall be provided and should include detailed cost information at the grand summary and CLIN level including (but not limited to) individual figures for direct labor, fringe benefits, labor overhead, other overhead, other direct costs, and profit.  (See FAR Table 15-2, I – General Instructions.)  If the Contracting Officer deems it appropriate during the process of evaluating proposals, he/she reserves the right to request that the required cost information be completed down to the sub-CLIN level for all or some of the CLINs.  Further, level of subcontractor involvement may require submittal of cost information from subcontractors/vendors whose proposals fall below the threshold of $500,000.

3. Cost/Price Formats.  Cost/Price Formats A through D shall be used by the offeror as supporting breakdown sheets for the information presented in the cost proposal (see number 2. above).   Cost/Price Formats A through D and instructions for completing these formats are given below.

A. Format Instructions.  Cost/Price formats shall be completed using the following instructions:

1) Format A  

Cost/Price Format A shall be used to summarize the total proposed price by cost element and by year (base year, option years).  The first (summary) Format A should reflect the total offer (including the prime contractor, subcontractors, vendors, and interdivisional transfers).  The General and Administrative (G&A) costs and profit dollars under the prime contractor should include the prime’s G&A and profit applied to subcontracts and interdivisional effort, if applicable.  The totals from lines 15 (Total Cost), 16 (Profit/Fee), and 17 (Grand Total Price) should agree with the data within the offeror’s cost proposal.

a) Cost/Price Format A shall also be used to prepare a cost matrix for each CLIN summarizing the proposed cost/price by cost element and by year (base year, option years) and should reconcile costs to the total proposed price shown on the Summary Cost/Price Format A.  CLINs that are not separately priced are not listed on these formats.

b) Major subcontractors/vendors should also prepare a summary Format A, plus Format A’s for all appropriate CLINs, as discussed above.

  2)
Format B  

The Cost/Price Format B series (B, B-1, B-1a, B-1b, and B-2) provide information on direct labor costs. Format B provides a summary of direct labor costs in current dollars by position description and year (base year, option years). The prime contractor and each major subcontractor should provide a summary Format B plus Format B's for each CLIN, as appropriate. The total line at the bottom of each Format B should support the "Direct Labor" line on the corresponding Cost/Price Format A. 

a) Formats B-1, B-1a, B-1b, and B-2 provide data to support the Summary of Direct Labor Costs in Format B.  

b) Format B-1 provides a Summary of Direct Labor Rates in current dollars by position description and contract year (base year and option years).  The prime contractor and each major subcontractor should provide a summary Format B‑1.

c) Format B-1a, Summary of Non Exempt Positions, provides information sufficient to verify that labor costs and associated fringe benefits for non-exempt employees meet the minimal wages determined by the Department of Labor’s Service Contract Act.  The format includes the following: Column 1 will contain the proposed non-exempt labor category.  Column 2 will provide the DOL labor category. Column 3 will contain the DoL Occupational Code.  Column 4 will indicate whether the proposed labor category is an exact match to a DoL labor category with the designation “E”.  For labor categories that are not an exact match to the DOL category, the offeror shall indicate the rate has been conformed with the designation “C”.  Column 5 will provide the offeror’s minimum direct labor rate. Column 6 will provide the offeror’s employee fringe benefits rate.  Column 7 will provide the total of the direct rate and fringe rate, if applicable.  The prime contractor and each major subcontractor should provide a summary Format B-1a.

d) Observe that fringe benefit rate shall include vacation, holiday, and health & welfare costs based on mandated Service Contract Act Wage Determination required amounts.  The Fringe benefit rate shall also include FUTA, SUTA, FICA, workman's compensation , and any other employee fringe benefits.  FUTA, SUTA & FICA threshold limits should be considered in the computation of the fringe benefit rate.  If applicable, explain in Format D schedules where these costs are normally booked in your indirect cost pools.  If you are proposing these fringe costs separately from other indirect labor costs, please explain how these fringe costs are separated out of any other proposed indirect costs elsewhere claimed in your proposal

e) Format B-1b, Summary of Exempt Positions, provides information to verify that costs for professional employees are set such that they comply with FAR 52.222-46, Evaluation of Compensation for Professional Employees.   The format includes the following: Column 1 will contain the proposed exempt labor category.  Column 2 will provide the offeror’s basis of compensation.  Column 3 will contain the title of support submitted, if applicable.  Column 4 will include the offeror’s proposed labor rate.  Column 5 will include the offeror’s exempt fringe benefit rate.  Column 6 will provide a total of the direct and fringe rate, if applicable.  The prime contractor and each major subcontractor should provide a summary Format B-1b.

f) Format B-2 provides a Summary of Direct Labor Hours by position description and year (base year, option years).  Break out hours by standard and overtime.  The prime contractor and each major subcontractor should provide a summary Format B-2 plus Format B-2’s for each CLIN, as appropriate.

3) Format C
a) Format C provides a Summary of ODC Costs (Other than Reimbursable Supplies, Equipment, Travel, and Training if applicable) in current dollars by item and year (base year and option years).  The prime contractor and each major subcontractor should provide a summary Format C plus Format C’s for each CLIN, as appropriate.  The total line at the bottom of each Format C should support the “Other Direct Costs” line on the corresponding Cost/Price Format A.

4) Format D  

a) Format D, Summary of Indirect Rates, provides summary data on the indirect rates used by the offeror.  It should include rates such as material overhead, G&A, and facilities capital cost of money.  The prime contractor and each major subcontractor should provide a summary Format D.

b) You should note that the fringe benefit rates you provide in the Format B schedules shall include vacation, holiday, and health & welfare costs based on mandated Service Contract Act Wage Determination required amounts.  The Fringe benefit rate shall also include FUTA, SUTA, FICA, workman's compensation , and any other employee fringe benefits.  FUTA, SUTA & FICA threshold limits should be considered in the computation of the fringe benefit rate.  Also, somewhere with the Format D schedules of  your proposal you should explain where these fringe benefit costs are normally booked in your indirect cost pools.  If you are proposing these fringe costs separately from indirect labor costs in Format D Schedules, please explain how these fringe costs are separated out of any other proposed indirect costs claimed in your proposal.  If your fringe rates provided in Format B schedules are included in these proposed indirect rates, provide historical, and if possible budgeted, equivalent per hour costs/rates that tie into your proposed indirect costs for a given year.  (For example, the per hour FICA portion of fringe rates would be computed by dividing total fiscal year employer paid FICA costs by total employee labor hours for the same fiscal year.)

5)  Format D-1
a) Format D-1, Summary of Indirect Rates/Factors and Costs applicable to Reimbursable CLIN(s) provides summary data on applicable indirect rates/factors (i.e., material handling/overhead, G&A) used by the offeror, related to surrogate priced reimbursable CLIN(s).  The prime contractor and each major subcontractor should provide a summary Format D.  Further, the format should be for each reimbursable CLIN by year (base year, option years). 

B. Supporting Information.  The following supporting information shall also be included, appropriately referenced.

1) Labor.  A breakdown of labor classification shall be required showing the estimated hours, number of personnel, rates used, and total cost (the Cost Format B series may be used). The basis for the rates, including escalation where applicable for all years used, shall be fully explained.  Also, company pay scales must be provided showing the company classification and pay range.

2) Fringes, Labor Overhead, Other Overhead, Indirect Factors. Rate/factor calculations must be provided for these elements.  Components of the calculations should be broken down into the individual elements of which they are comprised.  These elements should be fully explained as to how the amounts were computed, both in figures and words. Further, fringes should be discussed in adequate detail to support SCA requirements as noted above in item 3.A. 2) d) and e).  

For rates/factors applicable to the surrogate priced reimbursable CLINs, identify (both in words and calculation) any adjustments made for purposes of this proposal, due to labor and related expenses accounted for under other CLINs. 

3) Overtime.  Offeror shall include all cost for overtime to support work at the site.  No other overtime shall be proposed unless it can be shown that this is cost effective.  The offeror shall include an explanation of the basis upon which the overtime was computed.

4) Pay differential.  If it is the offeror’s policy to pay its employees a differential due to work on swing, evening and early morning shifts or at remote locations, such differential shall be included in the cost estimate and explained with figures and words.

5) General and administrative (G&A) expense.  An explanation of the base and rate used to compute the amount proposed shall be required.  Also explain if any RFP required insurance or bonding costs are included in the proposed G&A (e.g. general liability insurance, automobile insurance, etc.).

52.207-2     NOTICE OF COST COMPARISON (NEGOTIATED) (FEB 1993)

(a) This solicitation is part of a Government cost comparison to determine whether accomplishing the specified work under contract or by Government performance is more economical.  If Government performance is determined to be more economical, this solicitation will be canceled and no contract will be awarded.

Section M.  EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS 

This solicitation is issued pursuant to OMB Circular A-76 and implementing agency regulations, which require the Government to conduct a cost comparison to determine whether required work would cost less to perform under contract or with Government resources.  In conducting the cost comparison, the Government will first evaluate private sector proposals submitted under this solicitation to identify that proposal which offers the “best value” to the Government IAW FAR 15.002(b) and 15.101-2.  That “best value” private sector proposal will then be compared against the Government’s in-house estimate to determine whether contract or in-house performance  is more economical after addition of a conversion differential IAW Part 2, Chapter 4 of OMB Circular A-76 Revised Supplemented Handbook. If the cost comparison results in a determination that contract performance is most economical, a contract will be awarded to that private sector offeror whose proposal is deemed to represent the “best value” to the Government. I.
DEFINITIONS

For purposes of the evaluation, the following definitions will apply:

“Acceptable.” A proposal is “acceptable” for purposes of a particular factor when it meets or exceeds all requirements of the solicitation and the preestablished standards for every factor  being evaluated. 

 "Neutral." For purposes of past performance only, a proposal is neutral if the offeror lacks relevant past performance history or no past performance information is available. 

“Capable of Being Made Acceptable.”  A proposal is “capable of being made acceptable” if it  can be made acceptable with minor changes or clarifications thereto and without a major rewrite of the proposal.

“Unacceptable.”  A proposal is “unacceptable” for purposes of a particular factor if it fails to meet one or more requirements of the solicitation or one or more of the pre-established standards for any factor being considered. 

“Functional areas” for the purposes of this solicitation include any and all functional areas or requirements set forth in Section C.5 of the PWS 
II.
EVALUATION FACTORS
Proposals will be evaluated for acceptability according to six factors:  technical approach, management/organization, staffing plan, transition plan, past performance and cost/price/fee risk factors.  In the areas of technical approach, management/organization, staffing plan and cost/price/fee risk factors each proposal will be awarded a rating of “acceptable,” “unacceptable” or “capable of being made acceptable” based on whether the proposal meets basic PWS requirements and standards.  For purposes of the past performance evaluation, each proposal will receive a rating of “acceptable,” “unacceptable” or "neutral."  A determination, after a final technical acceptability evaluation, that a proposal is rated lower than “acceptable” under any factor (or neutral for past performance) will disqualify the proposal from further consideration. The acceptable proposal that offers the lowest proposed cost/price will advance to cost comparison with the Government's in-house estimate.

In conducting its evaluation, the Government intends to determine how the offeror proposes to meet standards in each functional area.  Therefore, proposals will be reviewed not merely to determine whether they repeat PWS requirements, but whether they provide convincing evidence to establish the offeror’s capability.

Factor 1:  Technical Approach.  This factor evaluates whether the offeror’s technical capability is sufficient to successfully perform the Government’s minimum requirements in each functional area.  A proposal shall be deemed acceptable under this factor when it:  (1) demonstrates the offeror’s ability to perform the Government’s minimum requirements in each functional area to the minimum standards established in the PWS; (2) demonstrates a sound knowledge and understanding of each functional area; (3) proposes feasible means and methods for accomplishing the work in each functional area; (4) correctly identifies major work processes, process interfaces, and process outputs for each functional area; and (5) provides an effective scheduling system to assure that work is delivered in an expeditious and timely fashion, without delays, in each functional area.

Factor 2 – Management and Organization.  This factor evaluates the effectiveness of the contractor’s proposed organizational structure to support contract performance in each functional area.  A proposal shall be deemed technically acceptable in this area when it demonstrates (1) smooth interfaces between the various functional areas of work to be performed; (2) smooth interaction between team members (including prime/subcontractors) in each functional area; (3) effective and efficient communication between the home office and the field; (4) evidence of an acceptable organizational structure/alignment to include manning levels in support of minimum performance standards for all functional areas; (5) staffing of any and all "key employee" and management positions expressly required by the PWS by qualified personnel; (6) the contractor’s ability to effectively handle large-volume, complex contracts involving multiple team members and subcontractors; (7) the capability of the contractor’s accounting system to accurately identify, capture, report and bill those costs incurred in performing this PWS in accordance with FAR Part 31 cost principles; (8) ability to control cost growth;  (9) effectiveness of methods to assure legal/regulatory compliance; and (10) evidence of effective measures to maintain the security of information developed and/or generated in the course of performance of the PWS functional areas from improper disclosure.   

Factor 3 --  Staffing Plan.  This factor evaluates the adequacy of the offeror’s proposed staffing plan to perform the Government’s requirements as described in the PWS in accordance with the minimum standards established.  A proposal will be deemed acceptable under this factor when the offeror provides a clear, easily understood and sufficiently detailed staffing plan that (1) assures a sufficiently skilled and adequate work force to perform all requirements as described in PWS Section C.5 to the standards indicated; (2) provides for effective handling of workload surges, strikes and after-hours requirements in each functional area; and (3) provides adequately qualified key personnel in each functional area sufficient to meet certification, educational, and experience requirements listed in PWS Section C.5.

Factor 4 - Transition Plan. This factor evaluates the effectiveness of an offeror's plan to phase-in its workforce to assure an orderly, effective assumption of efforts from the incumbent work organization in each functional area. A proposal shall be deemed technically acceptable under this factor when the offeror's Transition Plan demonstrates a thorough, clear and effective plan for phase-in which will assure performance at a 100 percent level no later than the first day of the base contract period. 

Factor 5 – Past Performance.  This factor evaluates the likelihood that the offeror will successfully perform the required work based on past performance and experience on same or similar federal, state, local and commercial contracts.   Past performance information will be provided based on references and answers to “Past Performance” questionnaires (see Attachment 4).  Offerors for whom evaluations of past performance are submitted shall receive ratings of “acceptable” or “unacceptable” for past performance based on the factors set forth below.  Offerors who have no history of past performance, or for whom past performance information is unavailable, shall receive ratings of “neutral” for this factor.

Failure to meet any of the foregoing standards shall not preclude an "acceptable" rating for past performance if the Government verifies based on facts and evidence (not merely conclusionary allegations) that the failure arose from excusable causes. 

Factor 6 - Cost/Price/Fee Risk Factors. This factor evaluates whether the proposal includes a significant degree of cost/price risk. The Government will conduct a review of offerors' proposed cost/price/fee for completeness, reasonableness, realism and balance; and compliance with Department of Labor Wage Minimums and other regulations. A proposal shall be deemed acceptable under this factor if (1) the cost/price/fee data provided is complete, i.e., includes all data necessary to support the proposed costs/prices and fees; (2) offeror's proposed cost/price is reasonable; (3) offeror's proposed cost/price is realistic, i.e., consistent with the unique methods of performance and materials described in the offeror's technical proposal, and there is a strong likelihood that the effort proposed can be performed for the proposed cost/price; (4) offeror's cost/price proposal is balanced; (5) offeror's cost/price proposal provides for employee wage rates consistent with Service Contract Act specified minimums; (6) offeror does not propose fees that are in excess of contract or statutory maximums.
