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C-3. Government-furnished property

The Government will provide the equipment listed in Technical Exhibit 3 (TE-3), the facilities listed in TE-4, and the materials, records, and services listed in this section.  

The Service Provider shall exercise appropriate care and due diligence in caring for all GFP to maximize operability and useful life.  The Service Provider shall establish and maintain records of all GFP in accordance with instructions in AR 710-2, DA Pam 710-2-1, FAR Part 45, DFARS Part 245, and AFARS Part 45.  The records shall become the Government’s official GFP control system.  It shall remain in use until the end of the last performance period.  The Service Provider shall not mark or affix any decals, emblems, or signs portraying a commercial Service Provider’s name or logo to Government property.

The Service Provider shall become accountable for GFP when the Installation Property Book Officer transfers it from the Government accountable records to the Service Provider via DA Form 3161 or DD Form 1149. 

The Service Provider shall notify the KO within three working days after the discovery of lost, damaged, or destroyed GFP valued in excess of $300 (see C-5.1.2.1.5.2).  The Service Provider shall investigate and submit a report of shortage, loss, damage, or destruction of GFP to the KO within five (5) working days after the discovery.  The Service Provider shall report the specific property affected, including National Stock Number (NSN) or other identifying codes and nomenclature; the circumstances surrounding the loss, damage, or destruction; the estimated cost of alleviating the problem, if required; and the expected impact on provision of Service Provider services, if any.

The Service Provider shall not remove GFP from the installation or other supported areas without written approval from the KO or designated government representatives.  Property Pass, Optional Form 7, shall be used to obtain approval for the removal of GFP from the installation.

C-3.1. Equipment 

On the start date of the first performance period, the Government will make available the equipment identified in TE-3.  The Service Provider shall be responsible for all equipment that is provided for use.  TE-3 includes equipment items that are required by Army regulation (AR 710‑2 and DA Pam 710‑2‑1) to be accounted for on the installation property book.  At work locations where deskwork is performed, the Service Provider will be provided available workstations, to include table work areas and chairs.  At work locations where computer work is performed, the Service Provider will be provided personal computers with software and printer/network connectivity.  All equipment items will be accounted for on the initial inventory (see C-3.1.2).   The Service Provider shall maintain work areas in a professional manner at all times.  None of the government owned equipment should be removed from the Installation without prior written consent from the KO.

C-3.1.1. GSA Vehicles

Vehicles leased through the General Services Administration (GSA) are included in TE-3.  These vehicles will be made available to the Service Provider for use in performing services included in this PWS.  Operators of Government owned vehicles shall comply with 41 CFR 101-39, the GSA Fleet Operator’s Guide, FMR 102-34.225, FMR 102-34.230 and Fort Belvoir Regulation 55-1, Transportation and Travel.  The Government will provide maintenance and repair associated with the GSA Fleet vehicles.

C-3.1.2. Initial Inventory

An initial inventory of Government‑furnished equipment shall be made jointly by the Service Provider and the appropriate Government representative IAW AR 71-32, AR 710-2, DA PAM 710‑2‑1, and AR 735-5 within 30 calendar days of the start date of the first performance period.  This inspection will verify the quantities, condition, and availability of the equipment offered to the Service Provider by the Government.  Inspection results will be recorded and signed by the Service Provider and the appropriate Government representative.  Any item found not in working order, or not suitable for its intended purpose, will be recorded on DA Form 2062, Hand Receipt, and the appropriate Government representative and the Service Provider shall certify the joint inventory.  The Service Provider shall keep the inventory listing current.  The Service Provider shall prepare applicable DA Form 3161, Request for Issue or Turn‑In, for adjustments to the account in accordance with DA PAM 710‑2‑1.  The appropriate Government representative will make authorized adjustments on DA Form 2062. 

C-3.1.3. Maintenance and Replacement of Equipment

All Government Furnished Property will be maintained by the Government.   The Government will replace Government-furnished equipment at the end of its useful life, or refurbish it as the Government deems appropriate.  The Service Provider shall return any Government-owned equipment at the end of the performance period as requested by the KO.  The Service Provider shall comply with the Information Management/Information Technology Compliance and Reference Document when certifying that all IT equipment is purged of data prior to turn-in.

C-3.1.4. Disposal of Government Equipment  

The Service Provider shall notify the appropriate Government representative when any item of Government equipment can no longer accomplish its designed purpose.

C-3.2. Materials & Supplies

The Government will furnish or make available the ordinary office materials and supplies on hand at the start date of the first performance period.  Thereafter, office materials and supplies may be purchased up to the dollar value identified in Schedule B.

C-3.2.1. Government Supply System

The Service Provider will be allowed to use the Government supply system for procurement of materials and supplies.  The Service Provider shall prepare and submit to the designated Government representative annual budget estimates of material and supply requirements.  The Government will not consider delays of the Government supply systems as a valid reason for nonperformance when regulations allow items to be procured commercially.

C-3.3. Facilities 

The Government will furnish or make available facilities as described in TE-4.  The Service Provider shall not modify existing facilities or construct new facilities or structures on Government property without written approval of the KO.  The Government retains the authority to modify or realign facilities and space provided to the Service Provider based on Army guidelines for space utilization, mission, and personnel requirements of the Service Provider.  Government facilities have been inspected for compliance with the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) policies. Structural repairs required during the term of the contract shall be reported to the designated Government representative.  The Service Provider shall reimburse the Government for repairs not attributable to fair wear and tear.

The Service Provider, the designated Government representative, and the Government’s Property Administrator shall conduct a joint building condition and installed equipment condition/damage/repair inventory inspection within five (5) work days after the start date of the first performance period.  Building and installed equipment condition, damage, and repair requirements will be recorded, and the Service Provider shall sign that record, assuming responsibility and accountability. The Service Provider shall use these facilities and equipment only in the performance of services included in this PWS.  The Service Provider space shall be documented, in accordance with AR 405-80, Management of Title and Granting Use of Real Property, with the appropriate out-grant and space assignment documents, through the Real Property Office.

Within fifteen (15) working days prior to exercise of option or the termination of services, the Service Provider, the designated Government representative, and Government’s administrator shall conduct a joint building and condition inventory of all facilities and installed equipment furnished to the Service Provider.  All damage other than fair wear and tear, which was nonexistent at the time of service performance start date, or building possession date will be documented and signed by the Service Provider.  The Service Provider shall comply with the FAR Part 45 requirement that governs accounting for Government property lost, damaged, or destroyed while in the Service Provider’s possession.

The Government will provide all structural building maintenance.  The Service Provider shall submit requests for needed repairs and alterations to the designated Government representative.  No facility repair or alteration will be made without prior Government approval.  

C-3.4. SERVICES

C-3.4.1. Information Management (IM) and Information Technology (IT) services

The Government will furnish IM/IT services and equipment, to include SITOC approved software to the minimum extent necessary for mission accomplishment.  (See TE-3 for Government furnished IM/IT equipment.)  The Service Provider shall conform to and comply with MDW Information Management/Information Technology Compliance and Reference Document.  The Service Provider shall designate an IM/IT-ADPE custodian(s), in writing.  The Service Provider shall use IM/IT for controlling and tracking data and information, as well as for any other duties related to performance of services included in this PWS.  The Service Provider shall comply with Fort Belvoir policy on personal use of Government automation and communications resources in controlling employee use of Government-provided IM/IT equipment for unofficial purposes.  Within thirty (30) calendar days of the start date of the first performance period, the Service Provider and a Government representative shall conduct a joint inventory of ADPE equipment listed in TE-3.

C-3.4.2. Voice and Data Communications Service

The Government will provide voice and data communications service, including commercial long distance service, Defense Switching Network (DSN) access, and voice mail service on selected instruments to support performance of the services included in this PWS.  The Service Provider shall request additional services to the designated Government representative.  The Service Provider shall reimburse the Government for all charges and applicable fees incurred for unofficial long distance phone calls.  The Service Provider shall comply with Fort Belvoir policy on personal use of Government automation and communications resources in controlling employee use of Government-provided communications equipment for unofficial purposes.

C-3.4.3. Other Communications Services

The Government will provide pager and cell phone services for selected activities as well as facsimile (FAX) services.  The Service Provider shall request additional services to the designated Government representative.  The Service Provider shall use these services only for official business directly related to the performance of services included in this PWS.  The Service Provider shall not place satellite dishes or antennas or use unauthorized radio frequencies on-site without prior written approval.

C-3.4.4. Communications Conferencing Services 

The Government will provide studio video conferencing and desktop audio conferencing services for selected activities.  The Service Provider shall submit requests for additional services to the designated Government representative.  The Service Provider shall use this service only for official business directly related to the performance of this contract.

C-3.4.5. Automation Operations and Maintenance

The Government will provide all aspects of desktop computing, electronic messaging, inter/intra installation connectivity, configuration management, and remedial/preventive maintenance.  The Government will provide registration support for user accounts on network, E-mail, TSACS, and other shared applications.  The Government will provide application training such as Defense Message System, FormFlow, and Paperless Staffing.  The Service Provider shall use these services only for official business directly related to the performance of services included in this PWS.  The Service Provider shall perform initial/preliminary problem diagnosis before generating service requests.

C-3.4.6. TDD Equipment

The Government will provide TDD equipment to ensure employees have access to these resources.

C-3.4.7. Records Management services

The Government will provide archiving and vital records holding.   The Government will provide training in Modern Army Record keeping System (MARKS), Freedom of Information Act (FOIA), Privacy Act, and correspondence preparation.  The Service Provider shall maintain official files IAW AR 25-400-2 (MARKS).  The Service Provider shall use these services only for official business directly related to the performance of services included in this PWS.

C-3.4.8. Mail Services and Distribution Services 

The Government will provide mail and distribution service to designated on-post mail stop locations for Government or Service Provider mail that is generated as a result of performance of services included in this PWS.  The Government will not handle non-Government mail to or from the Service Provider.

C-3.4.9. Reproduction of Printed Materials

The Government will provide reproduction services for materials that are of an official Government nature and that are required to be printed in the performance of services included in this PWS IAW AR 25-30 and DA PAM 25-1-1.

C-3.4.10. Copier Services 

The Government will provide copier services from the cost-per-copy contract provided that the Service Provider meets and complies with the requirements of AR 25-30.  The Service Provider shall submit a monthly copier usage report to the SITOC.

C-3.4.11. Visual Information (VI) services

The Government will provide visual information services for official use only. Visual information services include: design and produce graphics; still photography; Fort Belvoir local television broadcast; audio and video production; training aids production; and equipment loans.  The Service Provider shall request VI support through the designated Government representative.

C-3.4.12. Utilities

The Government will furnish heat, water, electricity, sewer, and refuse pick-up.  The Government will provide snow removal beyond 50 feet outside of facilities.  The Service Provider shall be responsible for snow removal for other areas IAW Fort Belvoir Regulation 420-12.  The Government will provide snow shovels, salt, and sand compounds for Service Provider use on a first-come, first-served basis.  The Government will furnish all reasonable amounts of natural gas, fuel oil, electrical power, sewer service, and water at no cost to the Service Provider during performance of the services included in this PWS.  The Service Provider shall conserve all furnished utilities in accordance with Fort Belvoir regulations.

C-3.4.13. Trash Disposal

The Service Provider shall be responsible for the removal of bulk trash items.  The Service Provider shall comply with Fort Belvoir regulations for recycling hazardous materials and waste.

C-3.4.14. Custodial Services

The Government will provide basic custodial service once a week.  The Government will provide trash removal and restroom cleaning IAW the current custodial contract.  

C-3.4.15. Fire Protection

The Government will provide 24‑hour fire protection and inspection services.  Current emergency telephone numbers will be provided to the Service Provider prior to start of the first performance period.

C-3.4.16. Pest Management Services 

The Government will provide insect and rodent control for all Government-furnished facilities.  The Service Provider shall submit an engineer service call when an insect or rodent problem is detected.

C-3.4.17. Emergency Medical Service  

Medical services for the Service Provider’s personnel are the responsibility of the Service Provider. The Government will provide emergency medical services for injuries incurred while an employee is performing services in this PWS.  The Service Provider shall reimburse the Government for emergency medical services provided, upon receipt of invoice from the medical facility.  Reimbursement shall be made to Treasurer, DeWitt Army Hospital.  DeWitt Army Hospital is located in Building 808.   
 

C-3.4.18. Parking

Service Provider employees will be provided parking space in the vicinity of facilities provided by the Government subject to availability.  The Service Provider shall comply with post parking regulations.

C-3.4.19. Government Purchase Card Training

The Government will provide training for Service Provider personnel who are performing tasks that assist the Government in procuring equipment, materials, or services.  The Service Provider shall ensure attendance by all Service Provider personnel who perform PWS tasks that include but are not limited to preparing requisitions, receiving Government items, and preparing documents for invoices.

C-3.4.20. Urinalysis Testing

For positions performing services requiring that incumbents be tested for drug use, the Government will provide chemical analysis of urine samples in support of the Army Substance Abuse Program.  The Service Provider shall ensure affected employees are available for testing and comply with urinalysis testing program requirements.

C-3.4.21. Publications and Forms 

The Government will provide access to the Service Provider for all required forms and publications listed in Section C-6 at the start of the first performance period.  Forms and publications listed in Section C-6 will be available for review at the Fort Belvoir library or on the Internet.  The Service Provider shall obtain its own publication account through the U. S. Army Publishing Agency (USAPA), http://www.USAPA.army.mil, or Records Management Activity (RMA).
