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Service provider furnished property
GENERAL INFORMATION

The Service Provider shall furnish all equipment, facilities, furnishings, materials, supplies, vehicles, and services which are not specified in Section C-3 as Government-furnished and which are necessary to perform the services included in this PWS.  All Service Provider-furnished property and services shall be compatible with existing Government systems.  Except for those items and services identified in C-3, the Service Provider shall furnish everything required to perform this contract.
The Government reserves the right to furnish any or all parts, supplies, materials, and equipment.  Certain items are not readily available from commercial sources and must be obtained from the Government MILSTRIP sources.
Contractor Vehicles 

All Service Provider vehicles shall be in operable condition, of good general appearance, and meet federal, state, and local safety laws and requirements.  The Service Provider shall operate vehicles to comply with installation traffic regulations.  The Service Provider shall register all vehicles, including privately owned vehicles (POVs), with the Installation Provost Marshal.  Vehicle mounted communications equipment shall conform to all applicable installation and federal frequency regulations.
Identification (ID) Cards 

The Government will provide identification cards for all Service Provider personnel.  The Service Provider shall ensure all personnel obtain identification cards within five (5) work days after start of the first performance period or employment.  Identification cards shall include employee’s name, employee’s photograph, an approving signature, and the Service Provider’s name.
Unserviceable Contractor Equipment

 Service Provider-furnished equipment or items, inoperable or unserviceable for whatever reason including failure to meet Federal, state, or local safety requirements, shall be removed from the installation within 24 hours after failure except items undergoing maintenance by the Service Provider in Government-provided facilities.  Equipment that is not repaired within 30 days will be removed from the installation.  Extensions will be considered on a case-by-case basis with sufficient justification.  Inoperable or unserviceable equipment or items is not a valid reason for nonperformance.
